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ABSTRACT: This document provides a set of instructions for preparing your paper and an example of the fromat you are required to use. In order to ensure uniform format throughout the proceedings, all papers should be prepared strictly according to the instructions set  given below. The Abstract, which is the first section of the paper, should be written in a single paragraph outlining the aims, scope and conclusions of the study, not more than 150 words. Any reference, figure or table should not be cited in ABSTRACT. The title of the paper should not span more than two lines, and title should be written with a font size of 14 pt in bold. 
Keywords: Provide maximum five keywords to facilitate search capabilities, separated by commas
1. INTRODUCTION
This template is designed for International standard A4 paper. Use only one side of the paper. Please note that the layout of all sections has to be one-column for full paper. This means that only the one column layout is acceptable for publication. The margin settings should be the same as the template margin settings. Please take care on your paper (including figures and tables) not to extend 8 pages. The papers exceeding 8 pages will not be taken into evaluation process. Spacing between paragraphs should be left the same as applied for the following paragraph.
Use Times font, 11 font size and one line space for all text including references, figure and table captions. Do not use underlined text. Leave one line space between paragraphs and, do not indent paragraphs.
2. ONTENTS OF PAPER
2.1. Sub Headings
Type primary headings in capital letters and bold, secondary headings in first letters capital and the others lower case and bold. The other sub headings are not bold, first letters are capital and the others are lower case. Headings are set flush against the left margin. Leave one blank line above and one beneath the primary, secondary and tertiary headings.
2.2. Figures, Tables and Equations
Graphics, maps, photographs etc. should be given as “figure” and they should be placed close after their first reference in the text. Number figures consecutively in the order in which reference is made to them in the text, making no distinction between diagrams and photographs. Figures, photographs, etc. should be in black and white only and should be pasted onto the typescript. Please ensure that all figures are of the highest quality. Photographs must be scanned at least 300 dpi. Leave one line of spacing between figures and tables with text. Locate all figures, photographs, etc. centered. Avoid gray areas; use cross-hatching instead, if possible. Use colors, but remember that when printed in black and white, different lines or areas may not be distinguishable if color density is the same. Use different line styles or crosshatching in combination with colors when creating any objects. Figure captions should be given at the foot of each figure, centered. Leave one line of spacing between figure and figure caption. Use bar scale on maps. Two figures can be located in the same line.

Locate tables close to the first reference to them in the text and number them consecutively as Table1, Table 2 etc. Avoid abbreviations in column headings. Indicate units in the line immediately below the heading. Explanations should be given at the foot of the table, not within the table itself. Use * ‍†‡ symbols for explanations. Use only horizontal rules: One above and one below the column headings and one at the foot of the table. Center all headings in their column and start these headings with an initial capital. Type the caption above the table to the same width as the table (Table caption tag). See Table 1 for an example.

Use the equation editor of the selected word processing program. Equations are not indented (Formula tag). Number equations consecutively and place the number with the tab key at the end of the line, between parentheses. Use equation number for citing in the text (e.g. Eq. 1). All symbols in the equation and their units in parentheses should be explained in the next line after the equations.

where; τ shear strength (kPa), c cohesion (kPa),  normal stress (kPa) and  internal friction angle (degree).

2.3. Units and Footnotes
Always use the official SI units (kN, kN/m3, kPa, MPa, GPa etc.). Footnotes can be used in tables only.
3. CONCLUSIONS
Conclusions should state concisely the most important propositions of the paper as well as the author's views of the practical implications of the results. 
4. ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS
Acknowledgements section can be written after conclusions section. Acknowledgements should be explained in short sentences. 

5. REFERENCING 

References in the text should refer to the author or authors surname and the year of publishing (Surname1 and Surname2, Year). If the reference include with three or more authors, a shortening must be used (Surname1 et al., Year). References should be listed in the reference list, which should be in alphabetical order. If the same author has more than one reference in the same year, use (Surname1a, Year), (Surname1a et al., Year).
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6. REFENECES
All of the references cited in the text, figures and tables should be listed at the end of the paper in the REFERENCES heading. 

Topography of the references should be as follows: 

Surname, First letter of given name in Capital, Year. Title of paper. Full name of journal, volume number, page numbers.

Surname, First letter of given name in Capital, Year. Title of paper. Full name of Symposium, City and Country, Volume number (if there is), page numbers.

Surname, First letter of given name in Capital, Year. Title of Book. Publication Company Name, page numbers.

Surname, First letter of given name in Capital, Year. Title of Thesis or Report. Full name of Institution/University where report/thesis was submitted, City Name, report/thesis number.

Surname, First letter of given name in Capital, Year. Personal communication, Institution of communicated person.

Use the same referencing template for multi authored references. Write full Surname and first letter of given name in Capital, Year as in example (Carlsten, P., Hebib, S., Farrel, E.R., 2003).
